Maths Forest School 

For this coming half term we will be focusing on: 

●​ Match numeral and quantity to 5 (including 

showing the right number of objects) 

●​ Know that a group of things changes in 

quantity. 

●​ Talk about and explore 2d and 3d shapes 
using mathematical language. 

●​ Make comparisons between objects relating 
to weight. 

●​ Notice and correct an error in a repeating 
pattern.
